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Peter Moss

is an Emeritus Professor of Early Childhood Provision at UCL Institute of Education, University
College London. He has researched and written on many subjects including early childhood education
and care; the relationship between early childhood and compulsory education, employment, care, and
gender; and democracy in education. He has led a European Commision Network on childcare. He is
a co-editor of the book series 'Contesting Early Childhood' and author of the books 'Beyond Quality in
Early Childhood Education and Care,' ‘Alternative Narratives in Early Childhood,’ 'Radical Education
and the Common School,' and 'Social Pedagogy and Working with Children and Young People.'

Karin Murris

is a Professor of Early Childhood Education at the University of Oulu (Finland) and Emerita Professor
of Pedagogy and Philosophy at the University of Cape Town (South Africa). Her research interests span
philosophy of education, child studies, ethics, democratic post-developmental pedagogies, children's
literature, and digital play. She has undertaken a wide range of funded research projects, including
Responsible Innovation with Technology and Ethics for Children (RITEC), The Post-Qualitative Research
in Higher Education Collective, Children, Technology and Play (CTAP), and Decolonising Early
Childhood Discourses: Critical Post-humanism in Higher Education. She holds editorial roles, such as
Chief Editor of the Routledge Post-qualitative, New Materialist and Critical Post-humanist Research series.
She is also currently working as a section editor of the Routledge Encyclopedia of Qualitative Research
Methods.

Kyunghwa Lee

is a Professor of Early Childhood Education in the Department of Educational Theory and Practice
at the University of Georgia. Her research focuses on teaching and learning in cultural-historical
and sociopolitical contexts, early childhood teachers’ perspectives on children with ADHD and a/
typical child development, robotics and embodied learning in early childhood education. She is a co-
editor of the books, 'Dismantling the disabling environments of education: Creating new cultures and
environments for accommodating difference’ and 'Developmentalism in early childhood and middle
grades education: Critical conversations on readiness and responsiveness.' She is a former Chair for
the American Educational Research Association's Critical Perspectives in Early Childhood Education
Special Interest Group, and currently serving as a Board of Directors of the Korean-American

Educational Researchers Association.

Akiko Hayashi

Akiko Hayashi is an associate professor at Keio University in Japan and the author of ‘Teaching
Embodied: Cultural Practice in Japanese Preschools’ and ‘Teaching Embodied and Teaching Expertise
in Three Countries,” both published by the University of Chicago Press. At the core of her work is the
question of how young children become appropriate, well- adjusted, functioning members of their society
and culture, and the role of preschool education plays in these processes of enculturation and socialization.

She is approaching these questions as an educational anthropologist and a developmental psychologist.

Haesung Im

is an assistant professor in the department of early childhood education at Duksung Women's
University. Her research interests include quality of teacher-child interaction, cross-cultural studies,
and early childhood STEAM education. She also serves as an associate editor of International Journal
of Early Childhood Education published by the Korean Society for Early Childhood Education. Her
research project involved video-recording teacher-child interaction during shared math book reading in
41 classrooms. She is a certified pre-k CLASS (Classroom Assessment Scoring System) trainer with an
international certificate.

She has published several cross-cultural studies across Myanmar, Korea and the U.S. She won

international collaborative research grant from the Korean Society for Early Childhood Education.

Myung Lim Chang

is a chair researcher at the Korea Educational Development Institute and a visiting professor at Korea National
University of Education. Her research focuses on kindergarten evaluation, linkage between early childhood
education and elementary education, and integration of early childhood education and childcare. She has
participated in various publications such as “Nuri Curriculum Manuals and Instructions for Teachers Aged 3-5°,
‘Kindergarten Evaluation Manuals’, ‘Current Status and Tasks of Early Childhood Education Advancement
